Directions for Pick-up
The trailer will normally be stared at the Central Station in Granby.  The official address is 81 West Agate Avenue (AKA US Highway 40) in Granby.  It is two blocks west of the stop light (the only stop light) in down town Granby and is on the north side of the highway.  The trailer will be in the parking area in the rear of the building or inside the larger building in the back.  
Trailer Information:
The trailer requires a 2 5/16 ball and is heavy enough that it should not be pulled with less than a 3/4 ton vehicle equipped with trailer a brake system.  It requires the typical 6 pole around a central pole electrical plug but we will work on getting the adapter system.  The trailer has interior lights when hooked to a 12 volt system but also has the ability to be plugged into a generator or shore line for a 110 volt system of lights, plugs, and radios.  The trailer doors are typically locked with a combination lock and the combination will be provided when needed by the Captain on duty.
